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TEDx MidAtlantic Confirms Date and Location for 
Regional Incarnation of TED Conference

Baltimore, Md. (August 17, 2009)—Organizers of TEDx MidAtlantic have confirmed November 5, 2009, as the date for a regionally hosted version of the popular TED conference. The independently produced event, operated under license from TED, will be held at Falvey Hall on the Maryland Institute College of Art campus. 

Organized along the theme of “The Power of Stories,” the conference will feature 18-20 of the region’s leading thinkers, innovators, artists, philosophers and entertainers  representing such diverse fields as technology, entertainment, visual and performance art, design, politics, music, ecology, and education, among others. 

TED was founded in 1984; the acronym stands for Technology, Entertainment, Design. The annual TED conference brings together some of the world's most fascinating thinkers and doers. In the spirit of ideas worth spreading, TED created a program called TEDx where x = independently organized.

Yet, the event is as much about the attendees as it is the speakers, says Dave Troy, who applied and received for the license and has attended other TED related events around the world. “TEDx MidAtlantic will attract some of the brightest people from our region. Those who will take the ideas presented and use them as a catalyst for change in their communities.”

In the spirit of ideas worth spreading, TEDx is a program of local, self-organized events that bring people together to share a TED-like experience. At a TEDx event, TEDTalks video and live speakers combine to spark deep discussion and connection in a small group. These local, self-organized events are branded TEDx, where x=independently organized TED event. The TED Conference provides general guidance for the TEDx program, but individual TEDx events are self-organized. TEDx MidAtlantic is operated under license from TED.

"TED" stands for Technology, Entertainment, Design -- three broad subject areas that are, collectively, shaping our future. TED was first held in Monterey, California, in 1984. In 2001, Chris Anderson's Sapling Foundation acquired TED from its founder, Richard Saul Wurman. In recent years, TED has expanded to include an international conference, TEDGlobal; media initiatives, including TED Talks and TED.com; and the TED Prize. TED2010, "What the world Needs Now," will be held Feb 9-13, 2010, in Long Beach, California, with a simulcast event in Palm Springs, California. TEDGlobal 2009, "The Substance of Things Not Seen," was held July 21-24, 2009, in Oxford, UK and TEDIndia will be held in November 2009.
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
