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TEDxPerm: Shaping Russia's Future


TEDxPerm, an independently organized TED event, will take place on the 11th of September, 2009 in Perm. The speakers—respected and recognized scientists, businessmen and artists—will present their world-changing ideas during brief ten-minute talks. 
TEDxPerm speakers (http://tedxperm.ru/):

— Sergey Kapitsa is a Russian scientist, a TV presenter and an editor-in-chief for the local version of Scientific American.He has been active in the Soviet, Russian and international science circles and is currently vice president of the Academy of Natural Sciences of Russia and president of the Eurasian Physical Society. His topic is "From a society of knowledge to a society of comprehension".

— Jaime Lerner, renowned as an architect and urban planner, the mayor of Curitiba, capital of Paraná, three times and the governor of Paraná twice. His topic is "Sustainable City".

— Tatiana Chernigovskaya is a psycholinguist, neurolinguist and an artificial intelligence expert. She gives lectures on psycholinguistics,  neurolinguistics and cognitive processes for the students of  philological and medical departments of St. Petersburg State University, Smolny Institute of Arts and Science and European University in St. Petersburg. Her topic is "Why will the studies of brain take center stage in the 21st century?"

— Ilya Segalovich is cofounder and CTO of Yandex. He had come up with the title that made it into history and then developed a stemming-based Internet search engine. His topic is "The story about
Mary's children finding their way to Seliger and millions of Yandex users helping them".

— Oleg Khlestov is ambassador extraordinary and plenipotentiary, head of the International Law Expert Group of the Security Council of the Russian Federation, professor of the Diplomatic Academy of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs. He has participated in formation of the most important Soviet treaties, taken part in a number of the United Nations General Assembly sessions; general conferences of IAEA and
UNIDO; conferences devoted to disarmament and non-proliferation of nuclear weaponry; development of interstellar law, UN global amity declarations and definitions of aggression. His topic is "International law: the key factor of the future".

— Bremley Lingdoh is the Founder and CEO of Worldview  Impact, a Social Enterprise incubated at the LSE. His topic is "Creating a sustainable business for a sustainable future - Worldview Impact story".

The conference will start at 6.30 PM, on the 11th of September, 2009; Perm, Demidkovo, Bolshoi Pavilion.

In the spirit of ideas worth spreading, TEDx is a program of local, self-organized events that bring people together to share a TED-like experience. At a TEDx event, TEDTalks video and live speakers combine to spark deep discussion and connection in a small group. These local, self-organized events are branded TEDx, where x=independently organized TED event. The TED Conference provides general guidance for the TEDx program, but individual TEDx events are self-organized.

TED (Technology, Entertainment, Design) is an annual conference held since 1984 in California. TED's motto--ideas, worth spreading—gathers scientists, businessmen, politicians, artists, musicians and engineers on one stage. The speakers share much in common: bright ideas, undisputed influence in their respected fields of activity and the ability to talk about sophisticated things in a simple manner. TED videos are being distributed freely through TED.com and since 2009, independent TED conferences called TEDx are being held internationally.

TEDxPerm is the second Russian TED-inspired project. In the beginning of 2009 a group of enthusiasts and dreamers, inspired by TED mission, formed a team. We believe in the power of ideas, knowledge, hope and breakthroughs, in their capacity to change the world, to unite and inspire for better future. Our goal is to draw this future nearer by giving renowned Russian and foreign scientists, businessmen, people of art and other activists the chance to share their ideas with both Russian and international TED audience.
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
